The basic aim of this symposium is to identify the research centers and communities which have shown interest in the 19th century history of Poland, to become acquainted with their achievements regarding technique and methodology, locate the source of their interest in Polish history, and finally, to determine their contacts with Poland and their knowledge of Polish historiography concerning the 19th century. 15. Voluntary and Forced Migrations in Polish History

Place: Auditorium Maximum (Room B1)
This symposium will serve as an attempt to look at the migration problem in a non-dichotomous way and to draw attention to the non – separability of both its aspects, i.e., freedom of choice and a broadly understood compulsion in making the decision to migrate. The global literature has recently tended to take such an approach (J. and L. Lucassen, R. Cohen), as well as the latest works on Polish emigration (e.g., by Mary Erdmans). The latter clearly suggests that more recent Polish emigration was also predominantly a movement motivated economically or in search for chances of a better life, though it had inherent political motives within it. During this session and the accompanying discussion, we intend to test and discuss this problem: To what extent are the motives for leaving a country a mixed combination of elements of both free choice and compulsion (with the latter understood in the broadest sense possible: i.e., including both escape from political persecution, military service, or pressures on the part of the family, etc.). The deliberations will cover the period of the Polish migration during the 19th and the 20th centuries, with the latter probably dominating the considerations.
